• dance, music, visual arts, sculpture, video, juggling; 
• demonstrate they can do something out of the ordinary; and, 
• can prove their connection to Saint John.     

 
Honorariums will be available to performers. *NOTE: Payment will not be issued until successful 
completion of the performance. Payment may be withheld if mandatory criteria are not met.  
 
On the Edge acts proved acceptable will be given seven days from the date of notification by the committee 
to accept or decline participation. Only successful applicants will be notified.
